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INCOME
Wage Income. Bring ALL copies of W-2 statements from ALL employers.  If not available, bring in ALL paycheck stubs for the year from each employer.
Interest/Dividend/Miscellaneous Income. Bring ALL Forms 1099 (Earnings Statements) for interest, dividends, non-wage compensation, royalties, rents, etc., whether taxable or non-taxable.
Pension Income. Bring Form 1099-R for taxable income from all pensions, IRA withdrawals, etc.
Social Security Income. Bring Social Security Form SSA-1099.
Unemployment Compensation. Bring Form 1099-G from the state.
Tip Income. If NOT reported to your employer and not on your W-2, bring your records showing tips received.
Alimony Income. Bring records of how much was received (or paid) and payer’s (or recipient’s) name and social security number. Alimony awards granted prior to 2019 are still considered taxable, though awards granted after 2019 may no longer be taxable (or deductible, if paid).
Gambling Income. Bring all W-2G statements reflecting gambling winnings. Also bring players club records if applicable. 
Other Income. Bring records of any other income you received during the year so that we may review it. This might include income from a legal, insurance or other settlement, cancellation of debt income or any other Forms 1099.





FOR ITEMIZED DEDUCTIONS
Keep in mind that under the new tax laws, although you may no longer itemize deductions federally, you may still be able to itemize your deductions on your California or other state tax return.
Medical expenses: prescription drugs, doctors, dentists, counseling services, hospitals, nurses, medical or long term care insurance, hearing aids, dentures, eyeglasses, mobility aides, mileage, and lodging for non-local travel.
Real estate and personal property taxes including DMV fees paid on all vehicles, trailers, boats, airplanes, etc., and sales tax paid on new vehicle purchases.
Interest paid on all mortgages for both principal residence and second homes. (Forms 1098)
Acknowledgement letters and cancelled checks for all charitable contributions including non-cash donations to thrift stores, etc.  Also include information about charitable mileage driven.
Casualty and theft losses  incurred in federally declared disaster areas.
Gambling losses to the extent of reported income from gambling winnings including casino statements and record of ATM withdrawals while at the casino.
For State Itemized Deductions Only:
Union dues or other dues paid for professional or work-related organizations.
Expenses you incurred which are related to your job,  and not reimbursed by your employer including uniforms, laundry, tools and equipment, books and publications, gloves and boots, and any others. If you drive a car for your employer’s benefit, bring a record of miles driven.
Investment Related Expenses including management or legal fees incurred in association with your investments.


BUSINESSES / RENTALS/PARTNERSHIPS / SELF-EMPLOYMENT
Self-Employed Persons. Bring a record of all income and expenses totaled by category. Provide a QuickBooks backup file if applicable. Also bring any 1099-K statements you received from your credit card processing company.  
Rental Property. Bring a record of all income and expenses totaled by category.  If you have a new rental property, also bring the closing Escrow Statement from the original purchase and a current property tax bill. Rental income may be eligible for  the Section 199A deduction, however strict documentation requirements must be met. Please bring your activity log if you anticipate qualifying for this deduction.
Farm Operations. Bring a record of all income and expenses totaled by category.
Partnerships, S Corporations and Trusts. Bring a Schedule K-1 for each entity.  If you have non-reimbursed expenses incurred in conjunction with any of these, bring this information.
Auto Log: Bring a record of miles driven for business by vehicle and by business entity.
MISCELLANEOUS TAX-RELATED INFORMATION
IRA, Roth, SIMPLE, SEP, PSP & HSA contributions made.
Dates and amounts of estimated tax payments made.
Auto Log:  If you drive your personal auto for any tax deductible reasons, you need a log or diary of miles driven. This includes driving for your employer, for your own business, for medical and for charity (Boy or Girl Scouts, church, etc).
Proof of Health Insurance. Bring documents verifying your health care coverage, for all 12 months of the year. This may include a Form 1095-A issued by the state marketplace or Forms 1095-B or 1095-C from your employer.


OTHER DEDUCTIONS & CREDITS
Purchase or Re-Fi of Personal Residence. Bring the final Closing Escrow Statement for the purchase or re-fi.
Child Care Expenses. Bring a record of amounts paid while you were working, with the name, address, telephone number, AND taxpayer identification number of each provider for child care.
College Tuition Credits. Bring the 1098-T Statements from all colleges and universities to whom tuition payments were made. In some cases the statements are issued to the child directly rather than to the parent(s). Also provide receipts for books and a copy of the student’s financial account at the college or university.
Student Loan Interest. Bring the 1098-E or go to your lender’s website to get the amount of interest paid.
CAPITAL GAINS
Sale of Personal Residence or other Real Estate. Escrow statements from BOTH the original purchase and from the sale in addition to any Forms 1099-S and Form 593 if the sale was in California. Also provide a list of all improvements made and cost of these items.
Sale of Stocks, Bonds, or other similar Assets. Brokerage statements, Forms 1099 and other records which show the date of purchase, the purchase price, date of sale, sale price, and all associated costs such as management fees, etc. 
FOR CLIENTS NEW TO OUR OFFICE
A copy of previous Federal & State tax returns. (A minimum of two years of previous returns, or up to five years if you own a business or have rentals.) Please also include the cost of last year’s tax return preparation.
Name, Social Security Number and Date of Birth for you, your spouse and all dependents claimed on the tax return.
